	1. Lack of 

Social Distancing 

	Leaders, members of the SA and third parties sharing or collecting the Light
Spread of COVID-19 by breaking 2m distancing
High Risk
	· Activities and Ceremonies at a distance of 2m, outdoors, with reduced group sizes and time together. 
· As we are dealing with a flame, priority on taking to safety, not on social distancing.
· It should be borne in mind and respected that not everyone can wear PPE due to medical reasons and provision should be made if this is the case.


	

	2.  Lack of Hygiene
	Leaders, members of the SA and third parties sharing or collecting the Light
Spread of COVID-19 by not following hygiene rules     High Risk

	· Cleaning of hands with soap or antibacterial hand gel especially after coughing / sneezing.
· Cleaning of surfaces and any equipment with antibacterial spray before and after a meeting. Use according to COSHH.
· No Leaders or adults to attend if unwell.

	

	3. Spread of 
COVID-19 during First Aid
	Leaders, members of the SA and third parties sharing or collecting the Light

Contracting COVID-19 during first aid-Medium Risk
Requiring medical attention from emergency service -  Low Risk
	· Advice on how a person can help themselves to administer the first aid given from the first aider.
· PPE worn if less than 2m is unavoidable.
· No mouth to mouth for CPR.
· Disinfecting area after first aid given
· Record of social distance kept for Track and Trace.

	4. Lack of Communication between Leaders, Distributors and Collectors
	Leaders, members of the SA and third parties sharing or collecting the Light
Spreading the virus by not knowing the new rules  –  High Risk
	· All parties should make themselves aware of latest Covid precautions as laid down by the Government and the Scout Association.
	

	5.   Transport / Vehicles
	Leaders, members of the SA and third parties sharing or collecting the Light
Contracting COVID-19 through car sharing – High Risk
	· People sharing a vehicle must be from the same household or socially acceptable "bubble"
· One person in car responsible for driving and another responsible for security of the Light and lamps/carrier.
· General road safety to be observed if meeting in car parks or motorway services.
	

	6. Weather
	Leaders, members of the SA and third parties sharing or collecting the Light
Inclement weather - Medium Risk
	· All transfers to take place out of doors where possibe bearing in mind the impact inclement weather may have on distribution plans.
· Where possible arrange transfer in sheltered location but maintaining social distancing where possible, if not ensure appropriate PPE is worn.

	1. Lack of 
Social Distancing 

	Social Distance Rule for Distributions and Collection
The social distance of 2m will apply where possible at all distribution/collection points.
Where social distance of 2m cannot be maintained, the appropriate PPE should be worn and afterwards personal hygiene maintained using hand sanitizer and antibacterial surface cleaner.

If PPE cannot be worn for medical reasons, this fact should be explained to others, in this case social distancing guidelines should be strictly followed, maintaining a 2m spacing at all times during face to face meeting.
Track and Trace

The distributor should record contact details for anyone attending a distribution meeting in case required for Track and Trace proceedures


	2. Lack of Hygiene
	Cleaning of Hands
Everyone will be asked to bring and apply hand gel. 

Hands will be cleaned after coughing or sneezing into hands.

Cleaning of Surfaces and Equipment 
Leaders will disinfect any lamps or other equipment shared
Leaders will place used tissues or used disinfectant cleaning cloths "double-bagged" to take home for disposal.
 If any person in a household is unwell. 
If Distributors or Collectors or members of their households are unwell, they must not attend a meeting to distribute or collect the Light (if possible notify people and arrange for someone else to attend in their place) and follow the appropriate guidelines. 
If anyone becomes unwell during a distribution meeting with possible COVID-19 symptoms they should go home and contact the NHS 111 Coronavirus On line Service, self-isolate and arrange a test. If they have a positive test, they should pass the leader in charge’s phone number for Track and Trace purposes.


	3.  Spread of 

COVID-19 during
 First Aid
	Initial First Aid.
The first aid given will be at social distance via questions / instructions where possible. 
PPE
Where 2m apart cannot be maintained, the first aider will wear a face shield, mask and gloves as a minimum and ideally an apron.
CPR
If CPR is required, only chest compressions and no mouth to mouth.
Disinfecting Area
The area will be disinfected including any re-useable face shields.
Track and Trace
The exact care and social distance will be recorded in the first aid record. 


	4. Lack of Communication between Leaders and other adults.
	Leader Communication
All people attending a distribution meeting should make themselves aware of the latest Covid 19 precautions and guidelines

	5. Transport / Vehicles
	Car Sharing
Preferably there should be at least two people minimum in a car from the same household or "bubble", allowing the driver full concentration on the road while the passenger can attend to the safety and security of the Light and carriers.
Car Park
Meetings in car parks and motorway services can be very busy involving traffic moving erratically in both directions, addition care may be required moving around these areas.


	6. Weather
	Outdoor Meetings
Where possible all face to face meetings should take place out of doors, but if weather is inclement, ie. wet or windy, meetings may move indoors but social distancing guidelines should be followed and appropriate PPE should be worn.



Addition Notes
This Risk Assessment is only applicable to "face to face" distribution meetings of fifteen people or less, for larger distributions ie. Church Services or Parades the onus is on the organisers to compile their own risk assessment reports and submit them for approval with the appropriate authorities.
